The river is low and 
there are many rocks. That we all may have the stamina to 
concentrate long hours on what is being said by those who 
are telling us what they are understanding from the 
translation as Marlon reads it to them. That the Lord would 
highlight for me what is good and accurate translation and 
what needs some more work. 

- that the Lord would enable us to be a blessing to our 
Guanano friends  with whatever time we get to spend with 
them. I'm sure there will be opportunities to teach the 
Word, but we need to listen well to their needs and receive 
from the Lord the spiritual help He wants to give them. We 
need your help in prayer.
